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DECISION OF THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICATION

NUMBER: KM. 32 YEAR 2002

ON

DOMESTIC AND INTERNATIONAL BASIC POSTAGE CHARGES

MINISTER OF COMMUNICATION,

Considering:          a.  that in order to guarantee the sustainablity and improve-

      ment of its postal services for the benefit of the people in the whole territory of Indonesia and in the world, PT Pos Indonesia (Persero) shall improve its quality of services and the performance of its Company which would cover its network expansion of services, reliability, security, handling of inquiries, efficiency, and  modernization of its management;  
b. that in order to realize fairness to consumers commensuate with  the handling process of postal items, there is a felt need to change the system of basic postage charges from uniform charges to zonal charges;

c. that in view of what is stated in points a and b above, it is deemed necessary to ratify a  Decision of the Minister of Communication on domestic and international basic postage charges.

6. Decision of the Minister of Tourism, Post and Telecommunication Number KM.12/KP.108/MPPT-88 on Technical Provisions of Post;

7. Decision of the Minister of Communication Number KM. 24 Year 2001 on Organizational Structure and Working of the Department of Communication as amended by the Decision of the Minister of Communication Number KM. 45 Year 2001. 

Having noted the letter of the Vice-Chairman of People’s Representative Council (Parliament) of the Republic of Indonesia Number PW.001/3086/DPRI/2002 of June 17,2002;

DECIDES

by abrogating the Decision of the Minister of Communication Number KM. 1 Year 1999 on domestic and international postage charges and the Decision of the Minister of Communication Number KM. 60 Year 2000 on domestic postqge charges;

THE DECISION OF THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICATION ON

DOMESTIC AND INTERNATIONAL BASIC POSTAGE CHARGES 
Article 1

(1) In this Decision, basic postage charges consist of :

a. 
Domestic basic postage charges comprising:
1)
local city/town postage charges of items sent from and destined for addresses in the same city/town and district;

2) postage charges of items sent from and destined for addresses in different cities/towns and districts in the same province;

3)
postage charges of items sent from and destined for addresses in different cities/towns and districts in different provinces

b.
International basic postage charges consist of  postage charges of items destined for member countries of Asian-Pacific Postal Union (APPU) and for other countries. 

(2) Domestic basic postage charges as stated in paragraph (1) point a are the charges that must be paid by postal users for basic services of sending letters, letter-cards, postcards and  cécogrammes domestically and transmitted by means of land and/or sea transport covering the whole territory of Indonesia.

(3) International basic postage charges as stated in paragraph (1) point b are the charges that must be paid by postal users for basic services of sending letters, letter-cards, postcards and cécogrammes to foreign countries and transmitted by means of land and/or sea transport covering the whole world.

(4) The Basic Postage Charges as stated in paragrahs (2) and (3) are set out in Attahcments I and II of this Decision.
Article 2

(1) The fixing of postage charges other than those stipulated in Article 1 becomes the authority and responsibility of the Board of Directors of PT Pos Indonesia (Persero)

(2) The policy of fixing the postage charges as stated in paragraph (1) before  the charges are implemented shall first be submitted to the Minister of Communication.

Article 3
Reduction of domestic and international postage charges mentioned in Article 1 and Article 2 may be given under the discretion of the Board of Directors of PT Pos Indonesia (Persero).

Article 4
The reduction of postage charges by the Board of Directors of PT Pos Indonesia (Persero) as stated in Article 3  shall be done by considering:

a. the participation of postal users in the processing of the postal work;

b. customer care;
c. other social aspects.

Article 5

(1) The Director General of Post and Telelcomunication supervises the implementation of this Decision.

(2) Suervision as stated in paragraph (1) concerns the following activities:

a. Quality improvement, services covering network expansion of services, reliability, security, and handling of inquiries;

b. Sustainablity of the implementation of Universal Service Obligation and other tasks assigned by the Government and transparency in the application of postage charges;

c. Improving a conducive and efficient business atmosphere.
Article 6

This Decision comes into force as of July 1, 2002.
