CHAPTER IV

TESTING REQUIREMENTS

1. Method of Selecting Testing Sample
Selection of testing materials is carried out by random sampling by the testing authority with the minimum number of 2 sample materials.

2. Testing Method
The testing method is defined by the testing institution which must be capable of showing in a qualitative and quantitative manner that the testing materials are measured according to the testing procedure and requirements in this standard.

3. Conditions for Passing the Test
The testing result is declared PASS THE TEST, if all the testing materials comply with the provisions contained in the technical requirements.

4. Conditions of Labelling
Every Set Top Box equipment shall be labelled, containing the name of the manufacturer and manufacturing country, brand/type and serial number and must fulfil the conditions of certification.
