                             TELECOMMUNICATION TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT     

CHAPTER I

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
In this Ministerial Decree, what is meant by :

1. Telecommunication is any transmission, emission and or reception of any information, in the form of signs, signals, writing, images, voices and sounds by the  systems of wire, optic, radio, or any other electromagnetic systems;
2. Telecommunication tool is any complementary instrument used in the conduct of telecommunication;
3. Telecommunication equipment is a group of telecommunication tools enabling the conduct of telecomunication;
4. Certification is the process related to the provision of certificate;
5. A certificate is a document that certifies the conformity of the type of telecommunication tools and equipment vis-à-vis the technical requirement and or determined standard;
6. The type of telecommunication tools and equipment is the brand, model or the kind of telecommunication tools and equipment that has a certain characteristic;
7. A group of networks is a group of telecommunication tools and equiment placed in the core network;

8. An access group is a group of telecommunication tools and equipment placed between the core network and terminal and between the core networks; 
9. A group of customers’ tools is a group of telecommunication tools placed at the end of access network/users; 
10. A group of telecommunication supporting tools and equipment is a group of tools and equipment used for supporting telecommunication tools and equipment;
11. A label is an explanation of telecommunication tools and equipment in the form of image, writing, or a combination of both or other form that identifies information regarding  the tools and equipment that have been certified; 

12. The testing of telecommunication tools and equipment is the assessment of the conformity between the characteristic of telecommunication tools and equipment and the prevailing technical requirement;
13. The technical requirement is  the electrical/electronic parameter, the requirement of safety and or the requirement of electromagnetic compatibility which complies with the Indonesian National Standard (SNI) or with what is determined by the Director General;

14. The Covering Letter for Testing the Equipment which hereinafter is called SP3 is a letter of agreement from the Certification Institute to the Test House to conduct testing of telecommunication tools and equipment;
15. The Conformity Assessment Body/CAB is a Certification Institute and or a Test House determined by the Designating Authority;

16. The Certification Institute is the Directorate of Standardization of Post and Telecommunication, Directorate General of Post and Telecommunication, and is the institution appointed by the Designating Authority to issue certificates;

17. The Testing Institute hereinafter called a Test House is a laboratory belonging to the State or a laboratory owned by a private entity appointed by the Designating Authority to conduct the testing of telecommunication tools and equipment.

18. The authorized institute is the institute formed by the Government that has the authority to implement the activities of granting accreditation to the Test House.

19. Mutual Recognition Arrangement hereinafter called MRA is an agreement between two or more countries to mutually recognize or receive some or all the conformty assessment results;

20. The Conformance testing is the testing for comparison between the test result and the technical regulation.

21. An Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC) testing is the testing against the capability of an electronic/electrical tool and  equipment to function well within the environment of electromagentic field without impacting their environmental condition or the instuments in their surroundings.

22. The Designating Authority/DA is the Directorate General of Post and Telecommunication.

23. Working days are from Mondays to Fridays except holidays or national holidays.

24. Minister is the Minister whose scope of tasks and responsibilities are in the field of telecommunication;
25. Director General is the Director General of Post and Telecommunication;

26. Director of Standardization is the Director of Standardization of Post and Telecommunication.
CHAPTER II

CERTIFICATION

Article 2

(1) Any telecommunication tools and equipment manufactured, assembled, imported for trade and or for use in the territory of the Republic of Indonesia shall fulfil the technical requirements.

(2) Verification on the fulfilment of technical requirements of telecommunication tools and equipment as stated in paragraph (1) is implemented through Certification except if it is stipulated otherwise in this Ministerial Decree.

Article 3

(1) The implementation of Certification of telecommunication tools and equipment covers :

a. the testing; and
b. the issuance of certificate.

(2) The certification as mentioned in paragraph (1) is implemented in accordance with the provision of this Ministerial Decree and in line with the Certification process diagram as stated in Attachments I and 1 A of this Ministerial Decree.
Article 4

Certication of telecommunication tools and equipment is carried out by the Institute of Conformity Assessment 

Article 5

(1)
The telecommunication tools and equipment as stated in Article 2 consist of four (4) groups, i.e.:

a. network group;

b. access group;
c. Customer Premises Equipment/CPE  group;

d. Telecommunication supporting tool and equipment group.

(2)
Further details of the telecommunication tools and equipment grouping as stated in paragraph (1) are regulated in the Decree of the Director General.

Articl 6

(1) The telecommunication tools and equipment that are not  obliged to be certified cover :

a. telecommunication supporting tools and equipment as stated in Article 5 paragraph  (1) point d;

b. goods carried by a passenger, crew of transaport means, and moving goods sent by post or courier service with a maximum number of two (2) units, i.e.:

1) Customer Premises Equipment/CPE tools;

2) Telecommunication tools and equipment for personal use which do not use radio frequency spectrum, are not used for companies and are not meant for commercial purposes.

c. The telecommunication tools and equipment for research purposes, field trial and or for handling  natural disaster on the following conditions:

1) not for commercial purposes;

2) in the event that the equipment uses radio frequency spectrum, it must have temporary Radio Station License (ISR) ;

3) the period for using the equipment is maximum one (1) year;

4) upon the expiry of the period mentioned in point 3), the telecommunication tools and equipment shall be re-exported to the country of origin or  may be reused after undergoing  certification.

d. The telecommunication tools and equipment used for defense and security purposes after having obtained recommendation from the Minister of Defense of the Republic of Indonesia or from the Head of Police Department of the Republic of Indonesia.
e. The telecommunication tools and equipment used for measuring telecommunication means

(2) The telecommunication tools and equipment which are not obliged to be certified other than those stipulated in paragraph (1) are determined by the Director General.

CHAPTER III
PROCEDURE  OF CERTIFICATION

Article 7
The application of certification of telecommunication tools and equipment is submitted by :

a. a manufacturer or its representative, i.e. producer as a company responsible for manufacturing goods;

b. distributor, i.e. a legal company appointed by a manufacturer;

c. importer, i.e. a company, holder of special import identification number (NPIK) whose scope of work covers telecommunication;

d. a company, assembler of telecommunication tools and equipment, or

e. an institution, i..e.. a company which uses telecommunication tools and equipment for its own use.

Article 8

(1)An applicaiion letter for certification of telecommunication tools and equipment is addressed to the Certification Institute using a format as stated in Attachment II of this Ministerial Decree.

(2) An application letter for certification of tools and equipment  as stated in paragraph (1) is supplemented with the following requirements:  
a. a copy of the Company’s Deed of Establishment and, if need be, its modifications;

b. a copy of Tax-Payer Number (NPWP);

c. a copy of the Company’s registration identity (TDP) for distributors;

d. the original document of appointment from manufacturer to distributors;

e. a copy of Special Import Identification Number (NPIK) for the applicant of B Certificate;

f. a letter affixed with revenue stamp declaring the capability to provide a guarantee and after-sales service, except if the telecommunication tools and equipment are not for commercial purposes;

g. a declaration letter that a test sample is available and ready to be tested;

h. a copy of the document of technical and operational support;

i. a copy of the EMC test result and a written declaration affixed with revenue stamp from the applicant on the validity of EMC test result, in the event that EMC testing has been carried out through a document evaluation as stated in Article 17;

j. a copy of MRA document for conducting document evaluation related to MRA;

k. a declaration letter affixed with revenue stamp from the certificate applicant which guarantees that the technical specification and quality of CPE’s tool are the same as the technical specification and quality of CPE’s tool that has obtained a certificate through measurement test, in the event that an evaluation of the document has been conducted as stated in Article 24 paragraph (1) points b and c;

l. a declaration letter affixed with revenue stamp from the manufacturer which guarantees that the technical specification and quality of telecommunication tools and equipment of network group and or access group (Non  CPE) are the same as technical specification and quality of telecommunication tools and equipment of network group and or access group (Non CPE) that have obtained certificate through measurement test, in the event that an evaluation of the document has been  conducted as stated in Article 24 paragraph (1) point d..
Article 9

(1) In the event that the requirements for certification application have been received completely and properly, the Certification Institute issues a Covering Letter for Testing the Equipment (SP3) to the Test House selected by the certification applicant using the format as stated in Attachment III of this Ministerial Decree.
(2) In the event that the test sample as stated in Article 8 paragraph (2) point g represents imported telecommunication tools and equipment, the Certification Institute issues a recommendation letter addressed to the authorized body to take out the imported tools and equipment.

(3) The SP3 as stated in paragraph (1) forms the basis for the Test House to carry out the testing.

(4) The SP3 as stated in paragraph (1) and the recommendation letter as stated in paragraph (2) are issued three (3) working days at the latest counting from the complete and fully required acceptance of the certification application.
Article 10

Based on SP3 as stated in article 9, the Test House conducts the testing  of the telecommunication tools and equipment.

Article 11

(1)
The Test House shall finish the testing of any applicant within twenty (21) working days at the latest after the complete acceptance of the application on condition that the testing requirements are furnished  as under:
a. the original SP3;

b. the original proof of payment for the testing;

c. the test sample on the following conditions:

1) for Customer Premises Equipment (CPE), two (2) units are provided;

2) for network and or access (Non CPE) one (1) unit is provided;

3) when used for own purposes and or not for commercial purposes, one (1) unit is provided with a declaration letter.

d.
the  technical document of the equipment  (manual, technical specifications of telecommunication tools and equipment) in Indonesian language or at least in Eng;ish.
(2)
If the testing cannot be completed within the prescribed period as stated in paragraph (1), the Test House shall inform the Certification Institute by providing the necessary  reasons for not being able to complete the testing.

Article 12

The Test House shall submit a Test Report of telecommunication tools and equipment to the Certification Institute in one (1) working day at the latest since the completion of the testing.

Article 13

(1) The Test Report as mentioned in Article 12 is evaluated by the Certification Institute within three (3) working days at the latest  counting from the acceptance of the Test Report from the Test House.
(2) The evaluation of the Test Report as stated in paragraph (1) is conducted in order to guarantee the conformity of the measurement result with the technical requirements.

(3) In the event that the telecommunication tools and equipment do not fulfil the technical requirements, the Certification Institute shall submit the refusal to the applicant by giving the nesessary reasons for the refusal using the format as indicated in Attachment IV of this Ministerial Decree.

(4) In the event that the telecommunication tools and equipment fulfil the technical requirements, the Certification  Institute shall issue Cetificate A o Certificate B using the format as indicated in Attachment V or Attachment VI of this Ministerial Decree.

CHAPTER IV
TESTING

Article 14

The testing of telecommunication tools and equipment as stipulated in Article 3 point a shall be carried out based on technical requirements determined by the Director General.

Article 15

(1)
The testing as stated in Article 14 consists of :
a. the testing of Conformance; and or

b. the testing of Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC).

(2)
The telecommunication tools and equipment group which shall undergo the testing of Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC) as stated in paragraph (1) point b is determined by the Director General.

Article 16

(1) The testing as stated in Article 15 paragraph (1) points a and b is carried out with the method of :

a. measurement; and or
b. document evaluation.

(2) The testing with the method of measurement as stated in paragraph (1) point a is carried out by the Test House selected by the certification applicant.

(3) The testing by the method of document evaluation as stated in paragraph (1) point b is carried out by the Certification Institute.

(4) In the event that the Test House as mentioned in paragraph (2) is not able to carry out the testing by the method of measurement of a part of technical requirements of telecommunication tools and equipment, the Certification Institute may appoint another Test House to carry out the testing by the method of measurement.

Article 17
The testing by the method of measurement as stated in Article 16 paragraph (1) point a is carried out through :

a. in house test ; and or

b. on-site test.

Article 18

(1) The in-house test as stated in Article 17 point a is carried out by and in the Test House.

(2) The Test House carries out the in house testing as stated in paragraph (1) after having obtained SP3 from the Certification Institute.
Article 19

The on-site test as stated in Article 17 point b is carried out in the place where telecommunication tools and equipment  are installed.

Article 20

(1) The on-site test as stated in Article 19 is carried out in case the in-house test cannot be implemented.

(2) The on-site test as stated in Article 19 is carried out by the Test House after having coordinated with the Certification Institute.
Article 21

The procedure of implementing the on-site test as stated in Article 19 is regulated by the Decree of the Director General.

Article 22

(1) The document evaluation as stated in Article 16 paragraph (1) point b is conducted by the Certification Institute for :
a. MRA implmentation;

b. the certificate application for CPE’s tool with the same type of a  manufacturing country which is different from the country where the certificate for the type of this CPE’s tool has ever been issued by the Certification Institute.

c. the certificate application for CPE’s tool with the same type of a manufacturing country which is the same as the country where the certificate for the type of this CPE’s tool has ever been issued by the Certification Institute, and where the application submitted by the applicant who is not a certificate holder.

d. the certificate application for telecommunication tools and equipment of network group and or access group (Non CPE) where the certificate for the type of telecommunication tools and equipment of this network group and or this access group (No CPE) has ever been issued by the Certification Institute, and where the application submitted by the applicant who is not a certificate holder.

e. the certificate application for telecommunication tools and equipment where due to llimited number of measurement instruments, the Test House is not able to carry out the testing with the method of measurement.

(2) The telecommunication tools and equipment of the network group and or the access group (Non CPE) manufactured by a country which is different from the country where the certificate for the type of the tools and equipment has ever been issued by the Certification Institute, there is no need to conduct document evaluation in the event that the certificate applicant is the cetificate holder for the type said tools and equipment.
Article 23

(1) The MRA as stated in Article 22 paragraph (1) point a is implemented through the evaluation of the reporting document on the result of the testing by the Test House of another country recognized by the Designating Authority within the framework of MRA.

(2) In the event that the reporting document on the result of the testing as stated in paragraph (1) has still technical requirements on measurement that have not been implemented, the testing with the method of measurement shall still be done against the technical requirements by the Test House.

(3)  The evaluation of the document must be finalized within ten (10) working days at the latest  after the report on the testing result as stated in paragraph (1) has been completely received. 

Article 24
(1) The evaluation of the document as stated in Article 22 paragraph (1) points b, c, d, and or e is conducted based on the previouis testing result that has been carried out by the Test House, the testing result of the Test House of another country that is recognized by the Designating Authority and or the testing result  carried out by the Test House of another country that is recognized by the Designating Authority within the framework of MRA.

(2) The procedure of conducting document evaluation by the Certification Institute as stated in paragraph (1) is regulated by the Decree of the Director General.

(3) The document evaluation must be finalized within ten (10) working days at the latest after the testing result as stated in paragraph (1) has been completely received. 

CHAPTER V
THE CERTIFICATE ISSUANCE

Article 25

The Certification Institute issues certificates of telecomunication tools and equipment that have fulfilled the technical requirements within two (2) working days at the latest after the conduct of evaluation on Test Report as stated in Article 13 paragraph (1)

Article 26

The Certification Institute announces the telecommunication tools and equipment that have obtained certificates through  website of the Directorate General of Post and Telecommunication.

Article 27

(1) The certificates of telecommunication tools and equipment consist of :

a. Certificate A, for the manufacturer or distributor;

b. Certificate B, for importers, assemblers or institutions.
(2) The certificates mentioned in paragraph (1) are issued based on:

a. the testing result with the method of measurement; and or

b. the testing result  with the method of document evaluation.

Article 28

(1) The period of validity of a certificate is three (3) years.

(2) The certificate shall be renewed after the expiry of its validity period, except if the telecommunication tools and equipment are no more manufactured, assembled and or imported for commercial purposes in the territory of the Republic of Indonesia.

(3) The renewal of certificate as stated in paragraph (2) is carried out by the Certification Institute based on the testing of document evaluation.

(4) The renewal of the certificate as stated in paragraph (2) shall be done by the certificate holder by submitting an application letter within thirty (30) calendar days at the latest before the expiry of the validity period.

(5) The application letter as stated in paragraph (3) {paragraph (4) ?} shall be enclosed with :

a. the original certificate; and
b. a declaration letter affixed with revenue stamp which declares that there is no change in the technical specification of telecommunication tools and equipment.  

Article 29

(1) The Certification Institute issues a renewed certificate in five (5) working days at the latest counting from the receipt of the complete application letter

.

(2) In the event that the Certification Institute does not issue the renewed cetificate as stated in paragraph (1), the certificate is still considered valid until the period of ninety (90) calendar days counting from the expiry date of the certificate.

(3) In the event that the application for renewal of the certificate is refused, the Certification Institute shall provide its refusal reply in five (5) working days at the latest counting from the receipt of application letter by giving the reasons for its refusal. 

Article 30
As an exception to the provision of Article 29 paragraph (1), the certificate is declared no more valid if:

a. the provision on the change of the objective of radio frequency spectrum of telecommunication tools and equipment that use radio frequency spectrum has been decided;.
b. it is proved that there is a change and or non-conformity of telecommunication tools and equipment that have been certified with the data mentioned in the certificate;
c. that the provision on the change of technical requirements of telecommunication tools and equipment has been decided.

Article 31

(1) The replacement of the certificate shall be done in case of::

a. the transfer of the certificate to other party;
b. the change of the name of the company’

c. the change of the address of the company;

d. the loss of the certificate;

e. the damage of the certificate.
(2) The application for the replacement of the certificate as stated in paragraph (1) is submitted by enclosing:

a. complete legal documents;

b. the original certificate, except if the original one is lost;

c. a declaration letter stating that there is no change in the technical specification.

CHAPTER VI

DUTY OF THE CER TIFICATE HOLDER

Article 32

(1) The certificate holder shall provide label containing the number of the certificate and the identity of the Customer (PLG ID) on every certified telecommunication tool and equipment  and on the package/wrapper according to the format indicated in Attachment VII of this Ministerial Decree.

(2) If the label cannot be affixed on the certified telecommunication tools and equipment, the label may be affixed on the package/wrapper .

(3) The form of the label as stated in paragraph (1) is made following the design sample included in the original certificate. 
(4) The labelling as stated in paragraph (1) is carried out before the telecomunication tools and equipment are commercialized and or used.

(5) The certificate holder shall report on the implementation of the labelling as stated in paragraph (4) in thirty (30) days at the latest since the issuance of the certificate by enclosing the sample of the label.

CHAPTER VII
CHARGES

Article 33

(1) The cetification is levied with charges the amount of which is fixed in accordance with the prevailing regulation.

(2) The charges as mentioned in paragraph (1) consist of:

a. the testing charge; and
b. the charge for certificate issuance.

(3) The testing charge as stated in paragraph (2) point a is levied for:

a. testing with the method of measurement by the Test House based on the type of the telecommunication tools and equipment; or 

b. testing with the method of document evaluation by the Certification Institute based on the type of the telecommunication tools and equipment .

(4) The testing charge with the method of measurement by the  State Test House is fixed in accordance wih the prevailing regulation after the applicant has obtained a Notification Letter for Payment (SP2) from the State Test House.

(5) The charge for certificate issuance as stated in paragraph (2) point b is fixed in accordance with the prevailing regulation after the applicant has obtained a Notification Letter for Payment (SP2) from the Certification Institute.

Article 34

(1) The amount of the testing charge with the method of measurement or document evaluation is the same.

(2) If the testing is carried out through on site test, besides the testng charge levied as stipulated in Article 33 paragraph (2) point a, charges are also .levied for accommodation, consumption and or transportation, the amounts of which are fixed in accordance with the prevailing regulation.

Article 35
(1) The charge for the certificate issuance as stipulated in Article 33 paragraph (2) point b  is levied for new certificate issuance, renewal of certificate or replacement of certificate.
(2) The charge for certificate issuance that has been paid cannot be withdrawn/reimbursed.

Article 36

Article 37

Within the framework of supervision and control as stipulated in Article 36, a random sampling  may be done towards the telecommunicaion tools and equipment.
Article 38

The procedure for supervision and control is determined further by the Director General in conjunction with the concerned body which is provided with the authority by the prevailing regulation.

CHAPTER IX

SANCTIONS
Article 39

Violation against the provision of Article 2 paragraph  (1) will be given criminal sanctions as regulated in Law Number 36 Year 1999 on Telecommunication

BAB X

TRANSITIONAL PROVISION

Article 40

With the ratification of this Ministerial Decree, the certificates of telecommunication tools and equipment issued before this Ministerial Decree are still valid until the expiry of their validity periods.

CHAPTER XI

FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 41

By the coming into force of this Ministerial Decree, the Decree of the Minister of Communication Numbe KM. 10 Year 2005 on Certification of Telecommunication Tools and Equipment is hereby abrogated.

Article 43
